The main annual AfrikaBurn event takes 
place in the Tankwa Karoo, located between 
the Northern Cape and Western Cape Prov-
inces of South Africa, usually at the end of 
April every year.

experience before theory, moral relationships 
before politics, survival before services, roles 
before jobs, ritual before symbolism, work 
before vested interest, participant support 
before sponsorship.

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Camp Fee
We are aiming for a maximum camp fee 
of € 600 per person to cover all costs. For 
full transparency, the budget planning and 
expense reports are public to all camp mem-
bers.

Tent (2,5x2,5m tent for 2 ppl.) needs to be 
set up individually by camp members
